Mi linea de investigacion principal ha estado vinculado al estudio de los procesos involucrados en la
memoria humana. Como postgraduada, fui galardonada con una beca FPU de la Junta de Castilla y
Ledn en el programa de doctorado en Psicologia de la Memoria, Universidad de Salamanca, USAL).
Mi tesis de master se centré en los mecanismos de memoria involucrados en los recuerdos falsos
(con una distincion ‘cum laude’, también destacada como la mejor tesis de master en la Facultad de
Psicologia, USAL). Durante este periodo, realicé dos estancias en universidades extranjeras en
Estados Unidos: en el Departamento de Psicologia de Texas AyM con la profesora Steven Smith,
donde amplié mis conocimientos sobre el efecto de los falsos recuerdos, que resulté muy util en mi
tesis de master, y en el Departamento de Psicologia de la Universidad de Oregdn con Michael C.
Anderson, donde aprendi sobre el efecto de olvido inducido por la recuperacién y obtuve ideas para
desarrollar mi tesis doctoral. Este periodo culmind con la defensa de mi doctorado sobre los
mecanismos involucrados en el efecto de olvido inducido por la recuperacion (con una distincion
‘cum laude’; también distinguida con un premio por ser la mejor tesis del programa de doctorado,
USAL). Posteriormente, recibi una beca postdoctoral Juan de la Cierva en el Grupo de Investigacion
en Memoria y Lenguaje (Teresa Bajo, Departamento de Psicologia Experimental, UGR), y después

Julio Santiago completed his PhD with a thesis on language production (Apto Cum Laude).
During the following years he focused on psycholinguistic research on language production,
but from 2004 he changed his line of research to the study of the mental representation of
abstract concepts (e.g., time, power, good and bad, numerical magnitude...), and specifically,
on how we use concrete concepts (such as space) to help us understand and think about
them (what is technically known as conceptual metaphor). His first article on this subject was
published in 2006 (now 495 GS citations) and opened up a whole new line of study: the
spatialization of time on the left-to-right spatial axis. Since then, his work on this and related
topics (grouped under the label of "embodiment" and "grounded cognition") has been
continuously funded by R+D projects of which he has been principal investigator. He has
published at an increasing rate always in high-impact international journals (2810 GS
citations, H=23), and he is an internationally known researcher in this field. He has been
invited to give plenary lectures at conferences and different international forums. He
reviewes for multiple journals and research agencies. In 2013 he was awarded a prestigious
Visiting Professorship by the Leverhulme Trust, UK, to spend nine months at University
College London and teach a PhD course there. He has made important contributions to the
question of the psychological reality of conceptual metaphors, their variability across
individuals and across cultures and languages; he has linked conceptual metaphors to
attentional processes, and investigated how we generate mental simulations from linguistic
input and how these are affected by habitual reading and writing direction. Recently he has
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turned his attention to assess the quality of the available evidence in the Tield of embodiment
by means of meta-analytic techniques. He regularly collaborates with multiple international
groups. He has supervised six PhD theses and is currently supervising other three. He
directs the Grounded Cognition Lab (http://www.groundedcognitionlab.com), located at the
CIMCYC. He has also invested great effort in science popularization, giving conferences to
the general public (search for Julio Santiago in Youtube) and founding the journal Ciencia
Cognitiva (www.cienciacognitiva.org) where he has served as editor during the last 16 years.

En mis primeros anos de carrera profesional me especialicé en la produccion del lenguaje en
bilingles, tema en el que me doctoré obteniendo el premio extraordinario. Fruto de mi
investigacion predoctoral publiqué un articulo como unica autora, que hasta el momento ha
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recibido 232 citas, segun la Web of Science. En éste y otros articulos posieriores cuestioné
que para estudiar la activacion de la lengua no empleada se usaran tareas con distractores
en dicha lengua e introduje la utilizacién de nuevas tareas, que continian empleandose.
Posteriormente obtuve dos contratos postdoctorales, el primero en la Universidad de Trieste,
financiado por una Research Traning Network europea y el segundo en la Universidad de
Louvain-la-Neuve, como parte del programa de becas individuales Marie Curie. En ambos me
centré en el estudio de la cognicién numérica, tema que me ocupa hasta la actualidad, y formé
parte de una red europea que agrupaba a los principales equipos de investigacion en esta
materia.

Summary - The most relevant scientific contributions of my CV focus on two main research
lines. In relation to skill learning, | have published 5 papers, 5 book chapters and it has
contributed to 5 presentations at international conferences, accumulating a total of 160
citations. The results of these investigations have helped to better understand some of
the limitations of implicit learning (for example, when new learning requires overcoming
automatic sequential effects), some of the factors that facilitate explicit learning (such as
intentional instructions or auditory feedback from the different actions), and some of the
causes underpinning individual differences (sensitivity to auditory patterns). For more complex
learning such as computer programming (the topic of my PhD dissertation), the language
of the identifiers is also relevant, but for only initial learning. For more advanced learning,
other individual skills, such as abstract relational reasoning, seem to have stronger impact.
Regarding the second line, research on reasoning, | have published a total of 12 articles,
and contributed to 10 international conferences, accumulating a total of 380 citations. Overall,
main findings suggest new explanations for the difficulties observed in Bayesian reasoning
and some of them have also implications for the theoretical debate on the dual reasoning
systems. They also contribute to a better understanding of the numerical format effects, and
of previous beliefs on reasoning and decision-making, as well as the sources of some of
the individual differences . | have also supervised 5 PhD theses focusing on the relations
between metacognition and insightful problem solving, between probabilistic reasoning and
decision-making, between counterfactual reasoning and well-being, and between visual and
verbal analogical problem solving. Research related to these theses appeared in 8 papers (7
international; 2 under review), and more than 10 contributions to national and international
conferences. One of the theses, currently in development, may have relevant implications
for mathematical teaching at different educational level, by applying the bases of analogical
problem solving to the domain of math. The hypotheses are being tested at different educational
levels, from secondary school to undergraduates from education and psychology. | have also
collaborated with some research projects on numerical cognition, in which | promoted the
study of individual differences and, among them, the role of math anxiety for understanding
some of the difficulties that many students experience when performing math tasks, and on
applied research aiming to overcome causal illusions underpinning pseudoscientific or irrational
beliefs. Main findings have been published in four papers (3 international) and 5 conferences
(2 international), with a total of 103 citations. | am also collaborating with some research

The main line of research that | have developed during my research career has
focused on the development and application of a new procedure, the Differential
Outcomes Procedure (DOP), to enhance discriminative learning and visuospatial
recognition memory in different populations. This has also led me to explore how the
explicit or implicit knowledge of the consequences of our actions influences the way
we process information from our environment.

Since 2015, | have published 25 scientific papers in prestigious journals indexed
in JCR (7 in Q1 and 10 in Q2). Additionally, | have contributed to 3 book chapters.
Furthermore, part of the results obtained during this period have been presented in 56
contributions to conferences, 36 of which were international. It is noteworthy that four
out of the five doctoral theses | have supervised in the last decade were developed in
relation to the three most recent research projects funded through competitive national
calls (National R&D&I Plan), where | served as the principal investigator (Pl). All of
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these theses received the highest rating (Outstanding or Cum Laude) and European
or international mention. They have also generated 15 impactful publications since
2015, with me as the corresponding author for 11 of them.

Currently, | have been awarded the maximum number of recognized six-year
research periods [sexenios in Spanish] (3 in total). Moreover, in the last ten years, |
have been involved in various research projects funded with public funds at both
national and international levels. This includes the three national projects that | have
supervised, as well as a project funded by the European Union (Forte-JPND), where |
collaborated as a researcher. Regarding contributions to society, | would like to
highlight a regional project for which | served as the PI. This project allowed us to apply
the knowledge acquired in various studies conducted with the DOP. Specifically, we
developed a mobile application (MedMoriApp) designed to enhance treatment
adherence specially among older adults by focusing on training the learning and
memory of associations crucial for proper adherence, such as knowing when to take a
specific medication/supplement during the day. The app is freely available at
https://play.google.com/store/apps/details?id=com.SeaNeurosciencelab.MedMoriAp
p&pli=1 (the app’s promotional video can be viewed at
https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=gNACWQBsUIlw), and we are in the process of
registering its intellectual property.
